	Кarshi Engineering-Economics Institute was established by the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan in 1995. Currently, the institute has 7 faculties (Economics, Industrial technology, Geology and Mining, Oil and gas, Energy, Engineering-technical, Electronic and automatics), 36 education departments, the department of science and scientific-pedagogical staff, the center of “Professional Development”, the center of “Gifted Students” and 2 academic lyceums. Today, 13034 bachelors are trained in 36 specialties, 321 masters in 27 specialties in the institute. 	Brief need analysis 
	Project name : Modernization of the Kashkadarya region tourism potential and the innovative models of studying the historical roots  between Central Asia and ancient Greek cultural relations.
Alexander the Great's march to the East, including Central Asia between the two rivers, Uzbekistan, was one of the most important events in world history, a turning point in East-West relations. Alexander the Great marries Roxana, the daughter of Oxiart, the Bactrian aristocrat in Central Asia. Alexander the Great's march, according to Western scholars, was not directed towards an acceptable part of the world without a city other than the Achaemenid fortresses, but towards a highly developed, densely populated country of various categories. However, it is known that the march of Alexander the Great was not the first arrival of the Greeks in Central Asia. The first evidence of this dates back to the time of Xerxes (486-465 BC), when the priests of the Temple of Apollo - branchids - were brought here. They built a city here. The head of a man made of pottery, somewhat similar to Greek sculpture, was found in the temple of Erkurgan. Also, in the area where Erkurgan is located, bronze coins were minted, which are very similar to the silver coins minted in Cilicia of Asia Minor in the III-VI centuries, and these coins were found during archeological excavations. This piece of evidence includes another interesting piece of information. A unique silver coin depicting a Greek legend was found in Erkurgan. The fact that important Greek traditions have been preserved for a long time in South Sogdia is also evidenced by the fact that in the I-III centuries AD silver coins with images of Hercules and Zeus were minted. The fact that during the study of the Erkurgan complex by the great archeologist, Professor Rustam Suleymanov, cultural layers E-5, E-6, E-7 belonging to the Greek culture were found is a proof of our opinion.
Historians Adrian and Quintus Curtius Rufus, who wrote about the history of Alexander the Great's marriage to Roxana, described the location of the castle where Roxana lived as similar to the historical site in the village of Oqrabot in the mountainous Dehkanabad district of Kashkadarya Province. In this area there are the ruins of an ancient fortress on top of a mountain, and in the local language this fortress is called the Macedonian fortress. During the study of the fortress, fragments of pottery, a piece of pottery and a Buddha statue dating back to about 1.5-2 millennia were found. The total area of ​​the castle is 5 hectares. The castle wall on the hill is slightly exposed. Currently, this area is not scientifically studied. If the research is carried out and the ruins of the fortress are restored, the number of existing historical sites in Uzbekistan will increase by one and will serve to increase the tourism potential of Kashkadarya region.



	Objectives and activities
	To improve the uniqueness of the ancient and modern Kashkadarya region, the tourism potential of the higher education institution, to draw the attention of the world community, to study the historical roots of cultural ties between Central Asia and Ancient Greece, to increase tourism potential through innovative technologies. Strengthening scientific and cultural ties between Central Asia and Greece, achieving a harmony of theory and practice in the educational process, as well as addressing the issue of professional development of university professors abroad.

Ensuring the integration of science, education and industry in the universities of Central Asia and Europe, the training of competitive and potential personnel, the integration of theory into practice.

	Expected results 
	1. To study the historical roots of cultural relations between Central Asia and Ancient Greece and on their basis to make changes to the standard curricula and schedules of the educational process recommended by universities, to provide the world community with detailed material and historical-cultural monuments;

2. Allows the integration of science, education, production, that is, the effectiveness of the educational triangle;

3. Implementation of the project will serve to attract the attention of the world community and increase the tourism potential of Kashkadarya region, effectively using the achievements of innovative technologies;

4. Based on archeological and archival materials, oral history, folklore and other sources, and based on these materials, based on scientific results, a large monograph on the history of cultural relations in Central Asia and Ancient Greece (color photographs) and a special tourist route web The Uzbek-Greek Cultural Center will be established at the Karshi Engineering and Economics Institute;

5. Within the framework of this project the research work of researchers, masters, doctoral students, candidates (PhD) will be defended on the basis of project results;

6. Based on the results of the internship specified in the curriculum, the issue of employment of students through the knowledge and practical results gained during the internship, as well as the provision of young, mature and talented personnel in science, education will be addressed in Central Asia - Greece. globalization is achieved;

7. Relevant documents for intellectual property are obtained from the results of the research. Scientific articles are published in Web of Science, SCOPUS, RINS, high-impact scientific journals together with Greek scientists and researchers.
